CONDITIONS FOR GRANTING PERMISSION TO OPEN CLASSES 9 AND 10

Private schools seeking permission to open classes 9 & 10 must have been previously permitted & recognised  by  the Directorate of  School  Education to run the school upto class 8 .

A school seeking permission  to open classes 9 & 10 must satisfy the real need  of  the area and  it  must not harm neighbouring institutions already established and registered with the NBSE.

Application  seeking  permission  for  opening  classes 9 & 10  in  phase  manner should be submitted to the Secretary, NBSE well ahead of the academic year of starting the classes.

The school must -

be economically sound and must have a permanent fixed deposit of an amount fixed by the Department of School Education.



This shall be revised from time to time.

give an affidavit  stating clearly -
(i)  
the level of class the school authority aim to have,

(ii)       that no grants-in-aid shall be demanded,

(iii)      
that the teachers shall be regularly paid,

(iv) 
that it shall abide by the rules laid down by the State Government,

 (v) 
that it has a reserve fund of the required amount ( when it applies for the higher section, the amount shall be increased as per the criteria.),

(vi)
that the land is privately owned and shall belong to the institution once permission is granted,

A sketch map of the area from the administrative authority shall be attached. 

(vii)
that it shall be open to inspection to the Education Department ,

(viii)
that the school is not to housed in rented building nor be situated in an unhealthy environment/ locality,

A sketch map of the outlay of the campus, specifying  the size of the buildings  and the nos of the rooms shall be attached.

(ix) 
that qualified persons shall be appointed for teaching the students  Having read the conditions for upgradations, the management  shall abide by the conditions and follow the rules and regulations of School Education Department.

  
Though the upgradation  shall be done in a phase manner, the school should have the required land for the section it proposes to have or there should be adjacent land which has been acquired by it for expansion.

The site should have an approach road and must be situated in a hygienic and clean area.

            school building

The buildings should be at least semi-pucca structure with C.G.I sheet roofing. It must have separate rooms for the Office, Headmaster, teachers’ room, classes, laboratory, store, library etc.  All  the rooms must be well ventilated and well lighted.

class rooms 

The  class rooms must be  spacious, well ventilated and well lighted. Each child must have an area of at least 10 sq ft.

(b) 
the height of the desks and benches shall be constructed taking into account the height of the children of the particular classes.

A child should be comfortably seated and should not sit in a bench where the feet does not touch the ground or where the knee is not in a straight position.

(c)
there should be a space of 2 feet in between the rows of benches and desks so that the pupils and teachers can conveniently work.

 library

The school must have  a  well equipped library with at least 500 books for secondary schools to supplement class room instruction and also to provide source material for teacher's professional growth.

science laboratory

The school must have a science laboratory with the necessary materials and equipments.

sports   facility  

The following are the minimal facilities required in each school for sports and physical education:

a football ground of its own or a  nearby  football ground which can be used by the school and

            health and sanitary facilities

The school must maintain adequate sanitary arrangement for the students and staff within the school premises.

Drinking water arrangement and first aid facility must also be available in the school.

          The institution must follow the curriculum and co-scholastic activities prescribed by the School Education Department, including the textbooks and other reading materials.

   

routine and calendar


All the activities of the school must be in accordance with the working days and calendar issued by the School Education Department.

            
evaluation


Monthly/weekly subject-wise tests shall have to be conducted and at least a minimum of 3 terminal examinations should be held in a year. The records of such tests and examinations  should be systematically kept in a bound register for inspection.

            Promotion shall be made according to the criteria circulated by the Department from time to time.

            Cumulative Records showing scholastic and co-scholastic achievements of the pupils shall have to be introduced from class I onward and maintained properly.

 The school must maintain 80% pass result at the promotion examinations for all classes  basing on the number of students as on 1st April.


                  


   
 

     
Working days and attendance
Minimum number of working days in a year must be 200 with at least 1000 working hours.


 Annual average attendance of a  pupil shall  be at least 80%.
   
Enrolment

        To ensure a reasonable teacher-student ratio for a standard class, an enrolment not exceeding 40 (forty) would be  ideal.


 Co-operation and Inspection

           The school shall render assistance and extend co-operation to the Education Department in all activities as and when asked for. The school shall be open for inspection by the competent authority.


Co-scholastic activities


           It is expected  that the institution shall provide co-scholastic activities such as painting, singing, dancing, etc. Scouts and Guides or NCC should also be encouraged.

           Physical  education is  a part  of  the   curriculum  and   should   not   be treated   as  co- curricular  activities.
