CONDITIONS FOR PROVISIONAL RECOGNITION OF HIGH SCHOOLS

A  registered  school  seeking  provisional  recognition as a full fledged  high school to present students at  the  HSLC  Examination  as  regular candidates should apply to the Secretary, Nagaland Board of School Education well ahead of the academic session.

A  school  seeking  provisional  recognition  shall  be  assessed  on  the  basis  of  the following  conditions:-

(A)
(i)
After being  permitted to open classes 9 & 10, the school should have 

maintain the conditions given for granting permission for the last three years before applying for provisional recognition.

(ii)
Enrolment:  The school must  have  classes  from 5 to 10 with at least 20 (twenty) students in each of the classes.

Staff:
a) 
The school must follow the staffing pattern as laid down by the  Board from time to time.

b) 
The  Headmaster/Headmistress  must  be  a  trained  graduate  or a post-graduate with at least 3 (three) years as Headmaster in registered/recognised schools.

(iv)
Examination Results: The school must have at least  a pass percentage of 50 at the HSLC Examinations for the last  3 (three) consecutive  years basing on the number of  students as on 1st April.



Schools  which  have  at least  pass  percentage of  70  or above at  HSLC examination for 2 (two)  consecutive  years or a school which have a 100 pass percentage at the last HSLC examination and  have  sent   up  their  candidates  for the ensuing HSLC examination can also apply for provisional  recognition.  Such  cases  shall, however, be subjected to the performance or  result  of  the ensuing  examination.

(v)
Reports:  The  reports of  the school must be submitted in time on the prescribed forms. All informations  and  returns  called  for  from the school  by the Board within the provision of the rules and regulations must be furnished in time.

(vi)
 Inspection:  The  institution  must  be  kept open for inspection to the  officers of the Board/School Education Department.

(vii)
Formal tests:  At least  two  classwise  tests  including  half  yearly  and annual examination shall  be  held  in  a  year. The  records  of such tests should  be systematically  kept in a bound register for inspection.

(B)
Once a school is registered with the Board, it is kept under observation and guidance of the Board. All the school records of the last 10 years must be maintained systematically.

(C)
Night and Tutorial schools, though registered with the Board however, shall  not be granted recognition.
