
WITHDRAWAL OF REGISTRATION/PROVISIONAL RECOGNITION OF SCHOOLS
A.
The Board shall at any time withdraw the registration/recognition of a school at any time for any ONE of the following reasons:-

1)
Violation of the conditions laid down in regard to registration and recognition.

2) Non-compliance with the rules and regulations of the Board/School Education Department.

3)
Non presentation  of  candidates at the HSLC Examination for the last 2 (two) consecutive years.

4)
If the school's result at the HSLC examination for the last three consecutive years is less than 45% as per the enrolment as on 1st April.

5)
Cases of irregularities in admission, promotion/selection for final examinations.

6)
Cases of irregularities in financial matters of the school with regard to payment of fees to the Board.


7)
Unsatisfactory discipline  and management of the school.

8)
Non-co-operation or assistance to the Board/Education Department in matters of examinations, curriculum development and co-scholastic activities.

9)
If, in  the opinion of  the Board, the  inspection  report  indicates that the school is no longer worthy of registration/recognition.

B.
Period of Withdrawal of Recognition/Registration:
The period of  withdrawal  of recognition/registration shall be effective for a minimum period of 3 (three) years.  Fresh  provisional  recognition/registration  shall  be  considered  subject  to  fulfillment  of  all  normal conditions for recognition/ registration.
C.
Withdrawal of Regular Recognition :   Regular  recognition  is  subject  to  the           minimum qualifying  standards (rule no. 8)failing  which  regular  recognition shall be

withdrawn at any time and the school shall  be treated  as provisionally  recognised            with  effect  from  the date of  withdrawal of  regular recognition.
