higher secondary school:
The decision of upgrading to the higher secondary 




level shall be taken by the State Education Committee.



A primary school will consist of classes primary to class 5.

An upper primary school will consist of classes primary to class 8.

A secondary or a higher secondary school will consist of classes 6 to 12.


An upper primary with only classes 6 to 8 shall not be allowed.

An elementary school which is upgraded to secondary or higher secondary school

may de-link the primary section. 

2.       
Private schools:

An individual who is a permanent resident and a bona-fide citizen of Nagaland, or a Trust, or a local body, or an organization based in Nagaland, should state clear objectives, reasons and aims of the proposed school.

The proposed school must satisfy and cater to the needs of the area. It shall not adversely affect an existing school in the neighborhood or of its kind which is already established with the permission of the government.

The proposed school should not have the same name as that of an existing one unless it is a branch of a school already registered.

3.       Residential school/hostel facilities:

A proprietor/organization aiming to have residential schools or attached hostel to the school shall fulfill the norms and requirement of private schools along with the following additional requirements:

      
a.
The bedrooms must be well ventilated and well lighted.

b. 
The hostel must have proper toilet facilities, water supply and electrification.

     
c. 
There must be a matron for the girls and a warden for the boys.

     
d. 
Compulsory supervised study hours.

e.
A balanced diet shall be served. 

f.
All outings should be supervised and night outs should be allowed only on specified dates. 

g.
Proper medical facilities should be available nearby.

h.
For high school students and above, the hostel building for boys and girls should be separate.

Sketch maps of the area certified by the administrative authority and the outlay of the campus specifying the buildings to be attached.

4.
Special Institutions for imparting inclusive education (non governmental):

An individual who is a bona-fide citizen of Nagaland or a Trust, or an organization based in Nagaland stating its objectives and reasons for the proposed institution.

The proposed institution shall not adversely affect an existing institution of its kind which is already established with the permission of the government.
